A.  Using the Scorefile Importer 
 
Test scores for STAR can be obtained by ordering the CD and for CAHSEE by going 
directly to the ETS (Educational Testing Service) website. 
 
If you have the CD, put it in your computer and save the .txt file to your desktop.  If 
downloading from ETS you will receive an email with a link to the ETS website.  The link 
will take you to an area of the ETS website where you can download your scores to 
your desktop.  Again, make sure you download it in the .txt format. 
 
In SpSIS - go to Administration>Test Module>Scorefile Import 
 
1.  Decide which type of test you want to import and click on the school year within that 
test type. 
 

 
 
2.  Browse for the file on your desktop.  Once you have found it, click LOAD.  All scores 
will be entered into your student files automatically.

B.  For test types other than STAR or CAHSEE 
C.  Enter a NEW test score type. 
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B.  Entering STAR, CAHSEE or CELDT scores by hand 
 

Test scores will be available for all students once a test score is named and entered for one 

student at your school.  So, if you want to enter a test score for one of these tests you can.  Test 
names that are basic to the majority of School Pathways schools will be set for you.  As an 
example, scores titles for STAR and CAHSEE are pre-set for California schools.  You will need 
to enter the sub-test name if the a score has never been entered for the test type. 
 
If you want to enter your STAR or CAHSEE test scores by hand, AND YOU HAVE NEVER 
DOWNLOADED ANY SCORES FROM THE STATE CD, you MUST start off with the correct 
names of the sub-tests.  Then, if in the future, you do use the State provided CD, you will not be 
creating new sub-test names.

Entering Scores ONE-BY-ONE for tests that are already named in the system 
 
1.  Go to Administration>Test Module>Scores for all Students 
 
2.  Click on 'Add Test Score' for the student of your choice. 
 

 
 
4.  Find the test type you need by clicking on the down arrow and clicking on the desired test 
type.   Then do the same with the category. 
 

 
 
5.  Click NEXT 
 
6.  Add the test date (if unknown, type in 12/31/1999 and the word "unknown" will appear next to 
the score when posted.  Enter the raw score (if unknown, enter -1) and the interpreted result 
such as Passed/Failed. 
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7.  SAVE.  Score will show for student. 
 
If you need to enter another score, click on 'Add Test Score' again and repeat process.  If this is 
the last score you want to enter for this student, click DONE.

If permissions are set for all to view test scores on dashboard, they will show in the Test Score 
History area. 
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C.  Enter a new score TITLE to the SP system 
 
This is for test scores other than CAHSEE, CELDT, or STAR (CAT6, or CST)  
 
1.  Go to Administration>Test Module>Scores for all Students 
 
2.  Click on 'Add Test Score' for the student of your choice. 
 

 
 
3.  Change 'Test Type' to Custom.  Both fields on right of page can be used now to enter the 
name of the test and the category. 
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4.  Enter your choice of test types and category.  An example would be 
 
Test Type:  Ed Performance 
Category:  Reading 
 
Click NEXT. 
 

 
 
5.  Enter basic information and SAVE.
