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1. Estimated Future Apportionment Report

Administrators are frequently asked to produce "ADA Projections” for school
boards, banks, budget meetings, etc. Our "Estimated Future Apportionment
Report" helps ease the pain of creating these reports. ldentify the date range of
your choice; the report notes claimed attendance (both positive and negative)
and counts any "unclaimed" days as positive. These reports print out beautifully
for inclusion in Board & Budget Packets.

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2. New! Simple Search

Simple Search will now appear on the upper right hand corner as an input box
where users can run a search on students, staff or classes. Search text can be in
the form of:

<name> <name> it will search this this as first and last names

<name>, <name> searches as lastname and firstname

<name> <letter>. <name> searches as firstname, middleinitial and lasthame
<name>, <name> <letter>. searches as lastname, firsthame and middle initial
<name> search as lastname

<numbers> search by student, staff or class ID

Simple Search fields only become active when clicked on



3. Updated dashboard items.

Ability to jump to the first OR second page of the student registration
pages.

Shows only currently enrolled classes for a student. To see classes that
the student has been enrolled in this reporting period but was removed
from, click on the VIEW REGISTRATION button.

Classes the student has been dis-enrolled from have the Enroll-Exit box noted in
red.



Student schedule viewable in weekly format.

4. Student Reqistration Page Changes

Ability to jump to page one OR two from the student list by clicking on the
1 or 2!



Reworded father/mother to Parent 1/Parent 2 in Family Ed Level section.
Now able to SAVE from page 1 without having to visit page 2 if a student
already exists in the SIS.

Added support for the ability to GO DIRECTLY to page 2 of the
registration form.

After typing in a valid phone number (that is, formatted like "(111) 111-
1111"), then it'll let you type in any characters you wish (example:
alternate phone numbers, extension, etc etc).

5. Ability to view an attendance type in the Atten dance Claim Status Report

Allows schools to choose the attendance source to view attendance claims. This
feature is not available in the Claim Status Report, first field choice.



When printing a student's class schedule from the dashboard, it now prints the
Weekly schedule rather than the List schedule.

6. Report Card Export - Learning Centers

When printing report cards/progress reports from learning centers, you have the
ability to print an export of all report card data on a CSV (Excel) spreadsheet.

7. Parent information tab updates

Address Synchronization
Administration>Parent Information>Address Synchronization

You now have the ability to synchronize address data from student files to
parent/guardian files if the parent/guardian file is marked as being the home
residence of the student. If keying in data created mistakes, these mistakes are
viewable and fixable on this screen. The screen shows all student records and
the parents they are associated with that have possible errors. Students will be
listed more than once if more than one parent/guardian record is available
(mother, father, grandmother, etc.). The yellow highlighted areas show
differences between records.

Choose records you want to 'synchronize' then choose the 'direction' you want
the synch to go. Do you want the parent record to match the current student
record or vice versa.



Once the record is synchronized, it no longer shows on the list.

Print parent dashboard
Administration>Parent Information>Show Parent List

Click on the gray tab at the top 'Batch Print'

Choose any or all parent records to print. These print one parent record to a
page.



8. Update to class set-up page in learning centers

The 'show on master agreement' has been updated to better reflect what
happens when this button is checked. The class does show on the learning
record.

9. Ability to view ADA Summary by Gradelevel repor t by attendance type.

You can now break out the type of attendance you need to report on by
attendance type: Classroom, Home & Hospital, or Independent Study. If using
this new feature, it has a DIFFERENT concept of 'being enrolled' in the target -- it
considers the existence of attendance claims supported by ANY enroliment
record to constitute enrollment in the program. This is primarily done so that you
don't get completely unhelpful numbers when doing "Short-Term Independent
Study".
